Mary Jane Wilson was born in Hurryhur, in the British Índia on 3rd October, 1840.


On 26th May, 1881, she came to Madeira as a private nurse of an english patient and therefore stayed in Funchal.


She began her work taking care of the poor people, building up orphanages, infant welfare centres, chemists and St. George College.


On 15th January, 1884, she founded the Franciscan Congregation of Our Lady of Victory, taking the name of Sister Mary of S.Francis.


Nowadays, the congregation works in Madeira island, in the mainland (Portugal), Azores, Mozambique, England, Italy, Germany, Brazil, South Africa, Philippines, Angola, India, Congo, Timor and Tanzania.


There is a group named “Sister Wilson Friends”, inspired in the life of this Sister.


Moreover, there is , in Funchal, in Carmo street Rose´s Farm, the Sister Wilson Museum, where one can find personal objects that once belonged to her.
