1. Essentially, what we have in this news clip is an advertence to another expenditure that Portugal has taken on. Each state citizen will have to foot the bill for this lending measure taken on by each E.U state member. In Portugal, we are confronted with an additional 73, 00€ per contributor along with other increasing tax measures presented in this years State budget.  The reason for this unforeseen expense in Portugal’s 2010 budget is primarily linked to Greece’s unrestrained years of spending (corruption), cheap lending and failure to implement financial reforms having left Greece vulnerable and exposed when the global economic downturn struck. This whole situation was camouflaged by a dark cloud of partly fiddled statistics that revealed debt levels and deficits that exceeded limits set by the EU. 
How does this all tie into Portugal, well, what we have is a demand for well balanced budget which is dictated by it’s constitution (CRP)as per Article 105º  n.º 4 as well as article 9º of the budget law (LEO). 
It is necessary for Portugal to have enough revenue in order to support unforeseen expenditures such as this one. Without a positive, well though out budget strategy, added on costs such as this one (financing Greece) will cause a rift and tarnish the country’s economic attempt to maintain their deficit at the implemented 3% mark.
Suffice to say, it is necessary that the Ministry of Finance as per article 8º n. º 5 of the budget law is obligated to write in the total amount of the endowment, since it is an unforeseeable and undelayable situation. 
Furthermore, present and future generations will have carry this meshed in cost with other increasingly burdening expenses, which have been implemented by the country’s annual budget. 
All this sums up to spiralling surplus of impoverishment, protests and unsatisfied citizens. Will the International Monetary Fund (IMF) offer Portugal their technical assistance, stay tuned for upcoming scenes to this dramatic soap opera.

2. According to article 7º of the Portuguese budget law, non-consignation of revenue is permitted in order to cover certain types of costs. The treasury is handed over the responsibility of collecting the required revenue as well as supervising majority of costs. 
The general rule of non-financially autonomous services also known as integrated services (or administrative autonomous services) are to allow certain persons/directors to carry out specific daily management activities in pursuit of obtaining positive results that are required in each area of responsibilities. What we have here is a formal (organic ou indirect) consignation that must observe three cumulative requirements; firstly, the act must be permitted by law, secondly, it must take place on the same administrative level and finally, last but not least, it must cover a specific expense or else group of expenses that provide compensatory revenue.
