Dear President Ursula von der Leyen,

Now that have reached an agreement on the Climate Law, we will decide how we will achieve those targets.

The European Commission will put on the table on July 14th a comprehensive package of measures to translate
across all sectors of our economies and society this new ambition. This package must contribute to the aim and
the implementation of the European Pillar of Social Rights and fully respect the spirit and the letter of the Porto
Declaration adopted on 8th May 2021.

For us, the social dimension is essential.

The transition towards a climate neutral economy and society wil be “just” or there will be no transition at all.
This is our firm conviction as Socialists and Democrats members in the European Parliament

We are convinced that if properly framed from the onset the transformative path towards a climate neutral
society can be the beacon of social progress for all, individually and collectively. Ecological and social progress can
and must go hand in hand. Better quality of life, gender equality and increased welloeing for all are our compass.

Europe is faced with a twin social and ecological challenge: high levels of inequality and poverty on one hand, and
the climate and environmental emergency on the other hand. These issues are intertwined and they have to be
tackled simultaneously.

We have identified 10 key priorities for which the up-coming policies need to fully mitigate the negative social
impacts and trigger social progress through ecological change wherever this is possible.

1. Progressive energy taxation;

2, Shifting taxes from labour to negative externalities such as pollution;

3. Earmarking revenues from ETS to compensate regions and households for the effects of carbon pricing;

4.  Doubling of the Just Transition Fund budget to address the impact of transition on regions and sectors
not covered in the current JTF;

5. Explore the implementation of climate dividend/income;

6. EU program to triple the renovation wave to tackle energy poverty and to green social housing;

7. Alust Transition Strategy to the automotive sector (OEMs and supplier industry);

8. Fair access to sustainable (public) transportation;

9.  European mechanisms to include regional and local stakeholders in the planning and management of
the transitions.

10. Setting a fair price on carbon emissions and phasing out public subsidies for fossil fuels by 2022.

Please find attached a document outlining our vision on how the Fit for climate package can work for
those 10 priorities and make of the transition towards a climate neutral economy a success.
